REACH is seeking committed individuals and churches to serve children and families affected by HIV/AIDS and the community.  How can I help?  REACH Ministries provides a host of ways to serve those affected by HIV/AIDS.

Youth Volunteer Opportunities:

REACH Camp

Volunteers 18 years of age and older may serve as REACH Camp Counselors or Rovers by spending one week a year, which is Labor Day week, changing a child’s life. 

Volunteers under the age of 18 may serve by helping prepare for the camp either in the office or at the camp before families arrive: 
Pre-camp

Hold a drive to collect items for welcome baskets (stickers, crayons, travel sized shampoos or lotions, hair ties, Kleenex, etc) for 60 families
Organize a bakesale, carwash, service day or other project to send a REACH child to camp ($750)
Assemble medical baggies, lanyards or handbooks for volunteers

Help sort camp storage items and/or transfer them to camp

Set-up Friday morning of camp
Form a team to setup cabins, distributing water and welcome items
Clean-up Monday, Labor Day
Help clean and collect items from cabins and transport back to Tacoma
REACH Children Around the World in Prayer
Gather a group of two or more to pray together within REACH’s global network for children affected by HIV/AIDS and other life-threatening situations.  Adopt a location, set a schedule, keep a prayer journal and become educated about a specific area of the world for a commitment of at least one year.   
REACH High Schools

Organize a REACH Club or service team at your high school to demonstrate compassionate leadership for social justice and a lifelong commitment to service, focusing on local families affected by HIV/AIDS.
REACH Ministries Committees

Host a Round Table Discussion about how we can educate our families and community about HIV/AIDS, or a focus group on ABC+G Sex Ed and social justice.
